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UNDERSTANDING BALDNESS

Each hair follicle is always somewhere in its ongoing life cycle that's characterized by three distinct
stages: Growth, Rest and Loss. The first stage, in which hair is grown, is called the Anagen Phase. This
typically lasts 2 to 5 years. Next, the follicle goes into a transitional resting stage, which is called the
Catagen Phase. This lasts several days. Finally, in the Telogen phase, which could last 3 months, hair is
shed. Normally, we lose about 50 to 100 strands a day. This cycle starts all over again when the follicles
begin to sprout new hair. At any one time, about 85% of the hair is growing and 15% is resting. Thinning
and baldness (hair loss) occur when follicles do not replace shed hair.

Male-Pattern Baldness

The typical pattern of male-pattern baldness begins at the hairline. The hairline gradually recedes to form
an “M” shape. The existing hair may be finer and doesn’t grow as long as when younger. The hair at the
crown also begins to thin, eventually to the top points of the hairline. the "M” then begins to meet the
thinned crown, leaving a horseshoe pattern of hair around the sides of the head.

Female-Pattern Baldness

The typical pattern of female-pattern baldness is different than that of male-pattern
baldness. The hair thins all over the head, but the frontal hairline is maintained. There may
be a moderate loss of hair on the crown, but this rarely progresses to total or near baldness
as it may in men.

» Sodium Lauryl Sulfate (SLS) and Sodium Laureth Sulfat e (SLES)

SLS is a surfactant, or wetting agent which means its purpose in the formula is to lower the surface
tension in water thus allowing the shampoo to spread out and penetrate more easily. It is rapidly absorbed
and retained in the eyes, to the brain, heart, and liver, which may result in harmful long-term effects. To
determine the effect of SLS in the eye, it was found that SLS is rapidly taken up and accumulated by eye
tissues and retained for up to five days. It was also found to cause changes in some proteins of eye
tissues and can extend the healing time with injured eyes. SLS could cause cataracts in adults, and may
keep children’s eyes from developing properly. SLES is the alcohol form (ethoxylated) of SLS. It is slightly
less irritating then SLS, but may cause more drying. Both SLS and SLES may cause potentially
carcinogenic formations of nitrates and dioxins to form in shampoos and conditioners by reacting with
other ingredients. Large amounts of nitrates may enter the blood system from shampooing or
conditioning. Irritating to scalp and can cause HAIR LOSS!

* Diethanolamine (DEA)

A colorless liquid or crystalline alcohol that is used as a solvent, emulsifier, and detergent wetting agent.
DEA works as an emollient in skin softening lotions or as a humectant in other personal care products.
When found in products containing nitrates, it reacts chemically with the nitrates to form potentially
carcinogenic nitrosamines. Although earlier studies seemed to indicate that DEA itself was not a
carcinogen, more recent studies shoe its carcinogenic potential, even in formulations that excluded
nitrates. DEA may also irritate the skin and mucous membranes.

* Fennel, Balm Mint, and Mistletoe
They combine to help to stimulate the scalp. It also helps nourishes, conditions, and repairs hair follicles.

* Panthenol (Vitamin B5) and Jojoba Oll

These ingredients help to thicken hair.
